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Thereisno direct rules provision. However, 9-9-1 states“ A player
or nonplayer or person not subject to the rules shall not hinder play by
an unfair act which has no specific rule coverage.” Thisrule may be
imposed if the referee deems it appropriate.

A substitute becomes a player as soon as he communicates with an
official, thus the substitute may request a timeout as soon as he steps
onto the field. Also, when a decision on apenalty is pending, a
timeout cannot be granted either team until the captain makes his
choice.
